He goes on to tell us why we should add these things; “For if these 

things are yours and abound, you will be neither barren nor unfruitful in the knowledge 

of our Lord Jesus Christ. For he who lacks these things is shortsighted, even to blindness, 

and has forgotten that he was cleansed from his old sins. Therefore, brethren, be even 

more diligent to make your call and election sure, for if you do these things you will 

never stumble” (2 Pet 1:8-10). 

           
Therefore, 

let’s make sure we are perfecting our life toward God and storing up treasures in heaven 

(Matt 5:48; 6:20). 
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
